WQUB's Future: Your Questions Answered

Most of WQUB'’s
changes are in place.
As many members
know, community
support locally has
been short in these
lean economic times.
Nationally, public radio stations across the United
States face similar challenges with membership and
state funding. In response, WQUB continues to ac-
tively pursue membership and underwriting support
and has reduced the budget substantially. Commu-
nity partnerships have been sought, and those efforts
continue.

Lacking an adequate income, other options had to be
enabled to meet our budget. Changes include a
reduction in on-air staff which includes Mick Free-
man, Jim Lenz, and Andy Ruzicka. Our membership
will sorely miss these familiar voices. We wish each
of them well and success in their futures.

Our efforts in securing community partnerships have
met with some success and there is regional interest.
We are delighted in bringing on board our first com-
munity partnership and will be announcing that
shortly. Our membership can be of major help in
alerting WQUB to possible other community interest
by any organization.

Now a few words about the radio station operation.
WQUB continues to hear that we have sold the sta-
tion or that others will be doing the programming.
Let's be absolutely clear. WQUB owner Quincy Uni-
versity holds the FCC license for the radio station
90.3. WQUB is the one, the only, and sole determiner
of what programs get aired. That is the heart of every
educational, non-commercial public radio station.

What will change are internal operations. We are
about to conclude a services agreement that will
lower cost and increase on-air reliability. As of this
writing that agreement has not been finalized but is
expected to be concluded in June. This increased
efficiency of operations will allow WQUB to focus
more of its energies on partnerships, underwriting,
grant writing, and programming.

WQUB has introduced a new suite of programs which
replace some of our local programs, and a re-
scheduling of other programs while still maintaining
NPR.

You asked for and WQUB has chosen to deliver more
classical music programming. Classical 24 airs from 11
am to 12 pm and 1 pm to 3 pm Monday through Friday.
Our jazz offerings have also expanded with evening
airings of Jazz Works.

Many listeners also expressed interest in a noon news
program. In response, we have added the popular,
nationally syndicated news magazine program, Here
and Now, originating from Boston.

You will notice that much of our local programming re-
mains. These programs include: About Your House
(expanded to an hour format), Healthwise, Gallery and
Presstime, and our evening student and community
programs.

Members can find our complete programming by log-
ging on our website at www.wqub.org, and we have
also included a paper copy of the program guide in this
newsletter (page 3) for your convenience.

You may not know that I've been helping this station for
over thirty years and been in the broadcast arena for
nearly forty years. | love public radio as much as you
do.

Our WQUB members must increase support during this
metamorphosis into a community station. Would you
please make a commitment to be a part of our change?
