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Public radio excels at building bridges, and this year
WQUB is launching an initiative that crosses the
mighty Mississippi to benefit both student
broadcasters and area listeners.

Building on a successful tradition of hands-on training
at the station, the Quincy University Communication
program is collaborating with colleagues at Culver-
Stockton College to engage students at the two
schools in experiential learning at WQUB. The
practicum program will offer qualified students from
both institutions the opportunity to learn and explore
broadcasting in a studio setting on QU’s campus.

The practicum course will be taught by Marifaith
Mueller, a 2006 graduate of QU who has served as a
graduate assistant at WQUB and at Southern lllinois
University-Edwardsville, where she completed
studies for her master’s degree. At SIU-E, Mueller
supervised the online student radio station; she has
also taught in the Quincy Public Schools and at John
Wood Community College.

Returning to WQUB as an instructor “felt like coming
home,” Mueller says.“At first | was nervous, but all of
my knowledge acquired here as a student came
flooding back, and I truly realized how much | belong
in this career.”

In planning the practicum, Mueller has conferred with
Culver-Stockton Communication faculty members
Tyler Tomlinson and Joy Daggs, and with Travis
Yates, who created the QU television broadcast
practicum. Faculty members at both schools are ex-
cited about the potential impact of this new
opportunity for strengthening the educational
experience.

“As a faculty liaison between the QU Communication
department and WQUB, it has been my pleasure to

watch our students flourish as future producers of
media,” Yates says.“The addition of Culver-Stockton
students will only enhance the program by opening the
door for additional teamwork and collaboration between
both students and faculty of QU and CSC.”
